(30) And some of the sons of the
priests made the ointment of the
spices.

(31) And Mattithiah, one of the
Levites, who was the firstborn of
Shallum the Korahite, had the set
office over the things that were made
in the pans.

(32) And other of their brethren, of
the sons of the Kohathites, were over
the shewbread, to prepare it every
sabbath.

(25) And their brothers, who were in
their villages, were to come after
seven days from time to time with
them.

(26) Because these Levites, the four
chief porters {door keepers}, were in
their set office, and were over the
chambers and treasuries of the house
{temple} of God.

(27) And they lodged all around the
house {temple} of God, because the
charge was upon them, and its
opening every morning belonged to
them.

(28) And certain of them had the
charge of the ministering vessels, that
they should bring them in and out by
count.

(29) Some of them also were
appointed to oversee the vessels, and
all the instruments of the sanctuary,
and the fine flour, and the wine, and
the oil, and the frankincense, and the
spices.

(30) And some of the sons of the
priests made the ointment of the
spices.

(31) And Mattithiah, one of the
Levites, who was the firstborn of
Shallum the Korahite, had the set
office over the things that were made
in the pans.

Then
David said, God has broken in upon
my enemies by my hand like the
breaking forth of waters: therefore
they called the name of that place
Baalperazim {possessor of breaches}.c
(12) And when they had left their gods
there, David gave a commandment,
and they were burned with fire.

(13) And the Philistines yet again
spread themselves abroad in the
valley.

(14) Therefore David inquired again
of God; and God said to him, Do not
go up after them; turn away from
them, and come upon them opposite

(17) So the Levites appointed Heman
the son of Joel; and of his brethren,
Asaph the son of Berechiah; and of the
sons of Merari their brethren, Ethan
the son of Kushaiah;

(18) And with them their brethren of
the second degree, Zechariah, Ben,
and Jaaziel, and Shemiramoth, and
Jehiel, and Unni, Eliab, and Benaiah,
and Maaseiah, and Mattithiah, and
Elipheleh, and Mikneiah, and
Obededom, and Jeiel, the porters.

(15) And the children of the Levites
bore the ark of God upon their
shoulders with the poles, as Moses
commanded according to the word of
the LORD {Jehovah}.

(16) And David spoke to the chief of
the Levites to appoint their brothers to
be the singers with instruments of
music, psalteries {lyres, stringed
instruments} and harps and cymbals,
sounding, by lifting up the voice with
joy.

(17) So the Levites appointed Heman
the son of Joel; and of his brothers,
Asaph the son of Berechiah; and of the
sons of Merari their brothers, Ethan
the son of Kushaiah;

(40) To offer burnt offerings unto the
LORD upon the altar of the burnt
offering continually morning and
evening, and to do according to all
that is written in the law of the LORD,
which he commanded Israel;

(41) And with them Heman and
Jeduthun, and the rest that were
chosen, who were expressed by name,
to give thanks to the LORD, because
his mercy endureth for ever;

(42) And with them Heman and
Jeduthun with trumpets and cymbals
for those that should make a sound,
and with musical instruments of God.
And the sons of Jeduthun were
porters.

(43) And all the people departed
every man to his house: and David
returned to bless his house.

Chapter 17

(1) Now it came to pass, as David sat
in his house, that David said to
Nathan the prophet, Lo, I dwell in an
house of cedars, but the ark of the
covenant of the LORD remaineth
under curtains.

(2) Then Nathan said unto David, Do
all that is in thine heart; for God is
with thee.

(41) And with them Heman and
Jeduthun, and the rest who were
chosen, who were expressed by name,
to give thanks to the LORD {Jehovah},
because His mercy endures forever;
(42) And with them Heman and
Jeduthun with trumpets and cymbals
for those who should make a sound,
and with musical instruments of God.
And the sons of Jeduthun were
doorkeepers.

(43) And all the people departed each
man to his house: and David returned
to bless his house.

Chapter 17

(1) Now it came to pass, as David sat
in his house, that David said to
Nathan the prophet, Look, I live in a
house of cedar, but the ark of the
covenant of the LORD {Jehovah}
remains under curtains.

(2) Then Nathan said to David, Do all
that is in your heart; because God is
with you.

(3) And it came to pass the same
night, that the word of God came to
Nathan, saying,
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(4) Go and tell David my servant,
Thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not
build me an house to dwell in:

(7) Now therefore thus shalt thou say
unto my servant David, Thus saith the
LORD of hosts, I took thee from the
sheepcote, even from following the
sheep, that thou shouldest be ruler
over my people Israel:

(8 And I have been with thee
whithersoever thou hast walked, and
have cut off all thine enemies from
before thee, and have made thee a
name like the name of the great men
that are in the earth.

(9) Also I will ordain a place for my
people Israel, and will plant them,
and they shall dwell in their place,
and shall be moved no more; neither
shall the children of wickedness waste
them any more, as at the beginning,
(10) And since the time that I
commanded judges to be over my
people Israel. Moreover I will subdue
all thine enemies. Furthermore I tell
thee that the LORD will build thee an
house.

(4) Go and tell David My servant, This
is what the LORD {Jehovah} says, You
shall not build Me a house {temple} to
live in:a

(5) Because I have not lived in a house
{temple} since the day that I brought
up Israel to this day; but have gone
from tent to tent, and from one
tabernacle to another.

(6) Wherever I have walked with all
Israel, did I speak a word to any of the
judges of Israel, whom I commanded
to feed My people, saying, Why have
you not built Me a house {temple} of
cedar?

(7) Now therefore this is what you
shall say to my servant David, This is
what the LORD {Jehovah} of hosts
{armies; multitudes} says, I took you
from the sheep pens, even from
following the sheep, that you should be
ruler over My people Israel:

(8) And I have been with you wherever
you have walked, and have cut off all
your enemies from before you, and
have made you a name like the name
of the great men who are in the earth.
(9) Also I will ordain a place for My
people Israel, and will plant them, and
they shall live in their place, and shall
be moved no more; neither shall the
children of wickedness waste them
anymore, as at the beginning,

(10) And since the time that I
commanded judges to be over My
people Israel. Furthermore I will
subdue all your enemies. Furthermore
I tell you that the LORD {Jehovah} will
build you a house.

17:4a — II Sam. 7:5f
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(11) And it shall come to pass, when
thy days be expired that thou must go
to be with thy fathers, that I will raise
up thy seed after thee, which shall be
of thy sons; and I will establish his
kingdom.

(12) He shall build me an house, and I
will stablish his throne for ever.

(13) I will be his father, and he shall
be my son: and I will not take my
mercy away from him, as I took it
from him that was before thee:

(15) According to all these words, and
according to all this vision, so did
Nathan speak unto David.

(16) And David the king came and sat
before the LORD, and said, Who am I,
O LORD God, and what is mine
house, that thou hast brought me
hitherto?

(17) And yet this was a small thing in
thine eyes, O God; for thou hast also
spoken of thy servant's house for a
great while to come, and hast
regarded me according to the estate of
a man of high degree, O LORD God.
(18) What can David speak more to
thee for the honour of thy servant? for
thou knowest thy servant.

(19) O LORD, for thy servant's sake,
and according to thine own heart, hast
thou done all this greatness, in
making known all these great things.

(11) And it shall come to pass, when
your days are expired that you must go
to be with your fathers, that I will raise
up your Descendant after you, Who
shall be of your descendants; and I will
establish His kingdom.

(12) He shall build Me a house
{temple}, and I will establish His
throne forever.

(13) I will be His father, and He shall
be My Son: and I will not take My
mercy away from Him, as I took it
from him who was before you:

(14) But I will settle Him in My house
and in My kingdom forever: and His
throne shall be established
forevermore.

(15) According to all these words, and
according to all this vision, Nathan
spoke to David.

(16) And David the king came and sat
before the LORD {Jehovah}, and said,
Who am I, O LORD {Jehovah} God,
and what is my house, that You have
brought me here?b

(17) And yet this was a small thing in
Your eyes, O God; because You have
also spoken of Your servant's house
for a great while to come, and have
regarded me according to the estate of
a man of high degree, O LORD
{Jehovah} God.

(18) What can David speak more to
You for the honor of Your servant?
because You know Your servant.

(19) O LORD {Jehovah}, for Your
servant's sake, and according to Your
own heart, You have done all this
greatness, in making known all these
great things.

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(20) O LORD, there is none like thee,
neither is there any God beside thee,
according to all that we have heard
with our ears.

(21) And what one nation in the earth
is like thy people Israel, whom God
went to redeem to be his own people,
to make thee a name of greatness and
terribleness, by driving out nations
from before thy people, whom thou
hast redeemed out of Egypt?

(22) For thy people Israel didst thou
make thine own people for ever; and
thou, LORD, becamest their God.

(23) Therefore now, LORD, let the
thing that thou hast spoken
concerning thy servant and
concerning his house be established
for ever, and do as thou hast said.

(24) Let it even be established, that
thy name may be magnified for ever,
saying, The LORD of hosts is the God
of Israel, even a God to Israel: and let
the house of David thy servant be
established before thee.

(26) Which Shelomith and his
brethren were over all the treasures of
the dedicated things, which David the
king, and the chief fathers, the
captains over thousands and
hundreds, and the captains of the
host, had dedicated.

(27) Out of the spoils won in battles
did they dedicate to maintain the
house of the LORD.

(28) And all that Samuel the seer, and
Saul the son of Kish, and Abner the
son of Ner, and Joab the son of
Zeruiah, had  dedicated; and
whosoever had dedicated any thing, it
was under the hand of Shelomith, and
of his brethren.

(29) Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and
his sons were for the outward
business over Israel, for officers and
judges.

(28) And all that Samuel the seer, and
Saul the son of Kish, and Abner the
son of Ner, and Joab the son of
Zeruiah, had dedicated; and whoever
had dedicated anything, it was under
the hand of Shelomith, and of his
brothers.

(29) Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and
his sons were for the outward
business over Israel, for officers and
judges.
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(30) And of the Hebronites,
Hashabiah and his brethren, men of
valour, a thousand and seven
hundred, were officers among them of
Israel on this side Jordan westward in
all the business of the LORD, and in
the service of the king.

(31) Among the Hebronites was
Jerijah the chief, even among the
Hebronites, according to  the
generations of his fathers. In the
fortieth year of the reign of David they
were sought for, and there were found
among them mighty men of valour at
Jazer of Gilead.

(32) And his brethren, men of valour,
were two thousand and seven
hundred chief fathers, whom king
David made rulers over the
Reubenites, the Gadites, and the half
tribe of Manasseh, for every matter
pertaining to God, and affairs of the
king.

(32) And his brothers, men of valor,
were two thousand seven hundred
chief fathers, whom king David made
rulers over the Reubenites, the
Gadites, and the half tribe of
Manasseh, for every matter pertaining
to God, and affairs of the king.

(8) The fifth captain for the fifth
month was Shamhuth the Izrahite:
and in his course were twenty and
four thousand.

(9) The sixth captain for the sixth
month was Ira the son of Ikkesh the
Tekoite: and in his course were twenty
and four thousand.

(10) The seventh captain for the
seventh month was Helez the
Pelonite, of the children of Ephraim:
and in his course were twenty and
four thousand.

(11) The eighth captain for the eighth
month was Sibbecai the Hushathite,
of the Zarhites: and in his course were
twenty and four thousand.

(3) Of the children of Perez was the
chief of all the captains of the host
{army} for the first month.

(4) And over the course of the second
month was Dodai an Ahohite, and of
his course was Mikloth also the ruler:
in his course likewise were twenty-
four thousand.

(5) The third captain of the host
{army} for the third month was
Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, a chief
priest: and in his course were twenty-
four thousand.

(6) This is that Benaiah, who was
mighty among the thirty, and above
the thirty: and in his course was
Ammizabad his son.

(7) The fourth captain for the fourth
month was Asahel the brother of
Joab, and Zebadiah his son after him:
and in his course were twenty-four
thousand.

(8) The fifth captain for the fifth
month was Shamhuth the Izrahite:
and in his course were twenty-four
thousand.

(9) The sixth captain for the sixth
month was Ira the son of Ikkesh the
Tekoite: and in his course were
twenty-four thousand.

(10) The seventh captain for the
seventh month was Helez the
Pelonite, of the children of Ephraim:
and in his course were twenty-four
thousand.

(11) The eighth captain for the eighth
month was Sibbecai the Hushathite,
of the Zarhites: and in his course were
twenty-four thousand.

(19) Of Zebulun, Ishmaiah the son of
Obadiah: of Naphtali, Jerimoth the
son of Azriel:

(20) Of the children of Ephraim,
Hoshea the son of Azaziah: of the half
tribe of Manasseh, Joel the son of
Pedaiah:

(21) Of the half tribe of Manasseh in
Gilead, Iddo the son of Zechariah: of
Benjamin, Jaasiel the son of Abner:

(12) The ninth captain for the ninth
month was Abiezer the Anetothite, of
the Benjamites: and in his course
were twenty-four thousand.

(13) The tenth captain for the tenth
month was Maharai the Netophathite,
of the Zarhites: and in his course were
twenty-four thousand.

(14) The eleventh captain for the
eleventh month was Benaiah the
Pirathonite, of the children of
Ephraim: and in his course were
twenty-four thousand.

(15) The twelfth captain for the
twelfth month was Heldai the
Netophathite, of Othniel: and in his
course were twenty-four thousand.
(16) Furthermore over the tribes of
Israel: the ruler of the Reubenites was
Eliezer the son of Zichri: of the
Simeonites, Shephatiah the son of
Maachah:

(21) Of the half tribe of Manasseh in
Gilead, Iddo the son of Zechariah: of
Benjamin, Jaasiel the son of Abner:
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(22) Of Dan, Azareel the son of
Jeroham. These were the princes of
the tribes of Israel.

(23) But David took not the number
of them from twenty years old and
under: because the LORD had said he
would increase Israel like to the stars
of the heavens.

(24) Joab the son of Zeruiah began to
number, but he finished not, because
there fell wrath for it against Israel;
neither was the number put in the
account of the chronicles of king
David.

(25) And over the king's treasures
was Azmaveth the son of Adiel: and
over the storehouses in the fields, in
the cities, and in the villages, and in
the castles, was Jehonathan the son of
Uzziah:

(26) And over them that did the work
of the field for tillage of the ground
was Ezri the son of Chelub:

(27) And over the vineyards was
Shimei the Ramathite: over the
increase of the vineyards for the wine
cellars was Zabdi the Shiphmite:

(28) And over the olive trees and the
sycomore trees that were in the low
plains was Baalhanan the Gederite:
and over the cellars of oil was Joash:
(29) And over the herds that fed in
Sharon was Shitrai the Sharonite: and
over the herds that were in the valleys
was Shaphat the son of Adlai:

(22) Of Dan, Azareel the son of
Jeroham. These were the princes of
the tribes of Israel.

(23) But David did not count from
twenty years old and under: because
the LORD {Jehovah} had said He
would increase Israel as the stars of
the heavens.

(24) Joab the son of Zeruiah began to
number, but he did not finish, because
wrath {anger; judgment} fell against
Israel; neither was the number put in
the account of the chronicles of king
David.

(25) And over the king's treasures
was Azmaveth the son of Adiel: and
over the storehouses in the fields, in
the cities, and in the villages, and in
the castles, was Jehonathan the son of
Uzziah:

(26) And over those who did the work
of the field for tillage of the ground
was Ezri the son of Chelub:

(27) And over the vineyards was
Shimei the Ramathite: over the
increase of the vineyards for the wine
cellars was Zabdi the Shiphmite:

(28) And over the olive trees and the
sycomore trees that were in the low
plains was Baalhanan the Gederite:

with the king's sons:

(33) And Ahithophel was the king's
counsellor: and Hushai the Archite
was the king's companion:

(34) And after Ahithophel was
Jehoiada the son of Benaiah, and
Abiathar: and the general of the king's
army was Joab.

Chapter 28
